 Arts and Music Block Grant (AB 1811 - 2006-2007; add SB 77 for 2007-2008; now AB 88 - 2008-2009)
1. On-going funding is allocated to school districts/direct-funded charters/county offices of education programs based  

   upon school enrollment data.
2. Schools with 20 or fewer students received $2,500 in 2006-7, 2007-08; in 2008-9 that will be $2,228. 
3. Schools with 21 or more students received no less than $4,000 in 06-7, 07-8; in 08-9 that will be no less than $3,564.
4. There is no deadline for spending this money.
5. There is no direction of the proportion of funds that need to be provided dance, music, theatre and/or visual arts.
6. It is hoped there is collaborative decision making among district administration, principals, department chairs and 

    teachers of dance, music, theatre and visual arts.
7. These funds are to supplement, not supplant expenditures for dance, music, theatre and visual arts.
8 These funds are for within-the-school-day kindergarten, and grades one to twelve standards-based instruction. 

9. There are three basic uses of these funds for within-the-school-day arts education:

    a) professional development for multiple subject teachers (content and sequential standards-based learning
        instruction), for single subject teachers of dance, music, theatre and visual arts (sequential standards-based
        learning units of instruction – here is the opportunity to have teachers take long used units and morph them to 
        sequential standards-base instructional learning) and administrators

    b) hiring credentialed NLCB compliant dance, music, theatre & visual arts teachers or district coordinator for VAPA. 
        This grant does not provide for paying outside providers, artists, coaches, choreographers, assistants, accompanists, 
        or docents to work with students or to deliver the instruction (since California requires that credentialed teachers
        deliver instruction and in the case of the four arts, they need to be NCLB compliant credentialed teachers),
    c) acquisition of supplemental supplies/equipment aligned to standards-based learning instruction.

Arts, Music and Physical Education Grant (AB 1802 and SB 1131) 
1. One-time funds allocated to districts/direct-funded charters/county offices of education programs are based upon
   average daily attendance data with districts are guaranteed an allocation of no less than $2,500 for each of their 
   schools and have the responsibility expend no less than $2,500 per school site.
2. There is no deadline for spending this money.
3. Proportion of fund distribution for dance, music, theatre, visual arts or physical education is a local district decision.
4. It is hoped there is collaborative decision making amongst district administrators, principals, department chairs, and

    teachers of dance, music, theatre, visual arts and physical education (not sports or athletics).
5. These funds are for within-the-school-day kindergarten and grades one to twelve standards-based instruction.
6. These funds are for 9 a) and 9 c) as noted above for the Arts and Music Block Grant,, for physical education 

    instruction (not sports or athletics) within the school day instruction.

*Professional development includes: multiple subject teacher training (content plus learning sequential standards-based instruction), singles subject dance, music, theatre and visual arts (and physical education) training (teachers are needing to work on instruction to sequential standards-based learning); evaluating district arts education plans; up-dating or writing district arts education plans; writing of curriculum (textbooks support the curriculum but are not the curriculum; curriculum developed around the standards).  If a district has structured professional development including year-long collaborative participation, they may consider conferences within the larger professional development package; if there is no constructed larger plan, conferences in and of themselves are not considered professional development  (see NCLB 
guidelines on professional development)
*The indirect % a district may take may be found at www.cde.ca.gov/fg/ac/ic.  It is that percentage and no more. 
*Textbook purchases: If a district utilized Instructional Materials funds for books, those must be state adopted texts (2006 adoptions for K-8 vocal music, visual arts and theatre); book purchased with two grants noted above funding, need not be state adopted texts.

*Supplies & equipment do not include food, buses for transportation, mileage cots, performance or, admission costs, competition fees, royalty fees for scripts and music, installation costs, labor costs, building site or infrastructure expenses
festivals, coaches, accompanists, choreographers, assemblies or lecturers. Supplies are quickly consumed or short life span items and do include books, texts, materials paints, amplification, pliers, wire for jewelry,  sheet music, glazes, light gels and the like; equipment includes portable plug in items, class sets of items (such as a class set of pliers) repairs to instruments and new instruments, items of larger value;  all items are portable and easily moved not-permanent items. This precludes a new all weather track, or resurfacing a tennis court as they are improvement of site, attached to the land. School facility /building expenditures include items nailed down, screwed or bolted, concreted in and are now part of the permanent school structure or in permanent form such as a new dance floor (though a portable or Marley floor would be okay).
